The University is committed to complying with the UUK Concordat to support Research Integrity (the 
concordat). The University of Lincoln’s Code of Practice for Research (CoPR) translates the Concordat into 

university policy and provides a comprehensive framework for good research conduct and the governance 

of all research carried out across the University.  

In response to the COVID-19 pandemic the University suspended all face-to-face and in person research. 

Research projects were either halted or amended to allow for data to be collected remotely where 
appropriate. Risk assessments were undertaken to re-open research spaces / laboratories and to undertake 

research activity in accordance with emerging government and university guidance.
